Agreements Reached 
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Chaired by Fred Gaechter

1. It was agreed to approve the IFAST 14 agenda as submitted.  

2. It was unanimously agreed to support the Alliance for Telecommunications Industry Solutions (ATIS) as the new IFAST Secretariat.

3. It was agreed to establish a new IFAST Mentor Group to develop a contribution to T1S1.3 regarding the potential for assignment of US SS7 point codes to non-US entities.

4. It was agreed to implement the following three-tiered IRM recovery and reassignment process:

· An IRM that is reclaimed/returned, was never implemented by the original assignee, and is specifically requested by a different entity, can be assigned immediately.

· An IRM that is reclaimed/returned, whether implemented or not by the original assignee, and is specifically requested by a different entity, can be assigned following a 6 month dormant period.

· An IRM that is reclaimed/returned, whether implemented or not by the original assignee,   and is not specifically requested by an entity, will remain dormant for a minimum or 6 months or until all never-assigned IRM resources have been assigned.

5. It was determined to hold IFAST15 24-25 January 2001 in the Tampa, Florida, USA region. The meeting will be hosted by GTE TSI.

6. Regarding the intra-country sharing of IRMs, it was agreed:

a) that IRMs can be shared on an intra-country basis,  

b) to revise the IRM assignment records as the administrator deems appropriate to reflect this agreement, and

c) to send a letter to all current IRM assignees and ANATEL (Brasil) to this effect.  IFAST will also post this letter on the web site.

7. It was agreed that IFAST will coordinate an effort to ensure the activation of the proper ANSI-41D parameter in mobile systems to accept an international TLDN field of up to 15 digits (the current ITU E.164 standard).  It was further agreed that IFAST will ratify this agreement with the appropriate industry members and organizations (e.g. TR45). 

8. It was agreed to continue work on 10 IFAST study Projects. (See Appendix 1 for a list of these Projects.)

Action Items

1. Create an expanded IRM assignment database that will contain all 2000 IRM codes so that entities can determine the status of every IRM code. (Management Team)

2. Modify the IRM Assignment Guidelines to reflect the new three tiered IRM return/reclaim/reassignment policy.  Place the draft version of the modified document on the IFAST Web Site and discuss/ratify it at IFAST15. (Management Team)

3. Place current IFAST budget on web site. (Megan Hayes)

4. Establish working plan for the new mentor group tasked to develop the T1S1.3 contribution regarding the potential assignment of ANSI SS7 point codes to non-US entities. (Carlos Zamora – Project Mentor)

5. Identify the next T1S1.3 meeting specifics for the introduction of the T1S1.3 contribution.  (Fred Gaechter)

6. Modify IRM Assignment Guidelines and assignment records to reflect the decision to allow intra-country IRM sharing. (Management Group)

7. Draft and transmit a letter to all current IRM assignees and ANATEL (Brasil) detailing the agreement to allow intra-country IRM sharing. (Fred Gaechter and Ed Hall)

8. Draft and transmit a letter to all IFAST members and the appropriate industry forums (e.g., TR.45, CDG, UWCC, GSM-NA and committee T1P1) as the notification of and a request for comment on the above detailed TLDN agreement. (Fred Gaechter and Ed Hall)

9. All electronically provided IFAST meeting presentations and contributions will be placed on the web site with a disclaimer that the presentations are the opinions of individual IFAST presenters/contributors and do not necessarily reflect the official position of IFAST. (Megan Hayes)

10. Contact Motorola to determine if there are any IMSI recommendations that can be presented at IFAST15. (David Crowe)

11. Invite an expert on WIN-based pre-paid, Free Phone, and location services to provide a presentation on these services at IFAST15. (Management Group)

12. Provide current iteration of the draft International Roaming Guide to the IFAST membership prior to IFAST15 in order to more readily encourage comments at IFAST15. (Management Group)

13. Provide the opportunity for IFAST Project Mentors and other issue presenters to post presentation information on the IFAST web site prior to IFAST meetings in order to allow the membership to better prepare to discuss agenda topics. (Management Group)

14. Confirm Mentors for each Study Group and determine their continuing interest to perform the mentor function. (Ed Hall, Megan Hayes)

15. Create a cover letter introducing IFAST to other appropriate industry committees (e.g., UWCC, CDG and GSM-NA) and proposing a continuing liaison effort. (Ed Hall, Fred Gaechter)
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
