1. The “ANI Compatibility” Project was tabled at this meeting and the membership will decide at the next meeting whether the project should be closed.

2. The SS7 project will be continued under the mentorship of Fernando Fernandez, Compaq USA.

3. It was agreed that the ultimate revised version of the IFAST answers to the T1S1.3 questions will be submitted to the T1S1 Secretariat for posting to the Web site by June 10, 2001.  It was further agreed that Enrique Hervas and Zaeem Hosain will represent IFAST at the June T1S1.3 meeting in Orlando, FL.

4. The IRM Assignment Guidelines Version 3 was accepted as modified.

5. The IFAST has appointed the IRM Administrator to function as the SID Administrator.

6. The SID Assignment Guidelines Version 1.0 was accepted as modified. 

7. The Cross Technology Roaming (XTR) liaison letter was accepted as modified.

8. It was agreed that Project 4d be changed from “WIN-based Services” to “IS-41-based Services” and that Bernardo Martinez will act as the project mentor.

9. The WIN survey will be sent to the IFAST membership for the purpose of gathering information to develop a WIN Implementation Guideline.

10. It was agreed that the “IMSI Implementation, Backward Compatibility and MIN-based IMSI versus True IMSI” Study Project will be made dormant subject to a contribution at the next meeting. 

11. The “Billing Related to International Roaming” will be made dormant subject to review at the next meeting.

12. The IRG will be posted to the Web site as a Draft Version and there will be a comment period of no less than one month for the membership to contribute electronic text revisions to the editors.

13. The IRG will be a living document and will therefore continue to be an IFAST agenda item at each meeting for further revision.

14. IFAST17 will be either in Tampa, FL, USA or Calgary, Canada pending a commitment by the sponsor.   The meeting is scheduled for September 11-12, 2001.  

15. IFAST18 is scheduled for January 22-23, 2002 in San Francisco, CA.
