IFAST SID Administrator’s Report (as of June 1, 2002)

•
A SID assignment has been made for CDMA systems using GSM MAP (32 codes). These can be re-used by each of these systems.

•
The SID reclamation program has already been a spectacular success, even though most countries have yet to respond. Thanks to Megan Hayes and Fred Gaechter for coordinating this program.

•
The following countries have relinquished all their SID codes: Poland (128), Sweden (128), Ireland (32), Finland (128), Malta (16).

•
The following countries have relinquished some of their SID codes: Mexico, St. Vincent & Grenadines, Belize, Chile.

•
The following countries have confirmed that they do not need SID codes at present (and do not have any assigned): Armenia, Moldova, Slovak Republic, Vatican.

•
The following countries have confirmed that they have a need for all assigned SID codes: Hong Kong (16), Netherlands Antilles (16), Argentina (128), Honduras (32).

•
[Still outstanding] It appears that many Brazilian carriers are using incorrect SID values. This has not yet been confirmed, nor has a corrective plan been developed. If it is confirmed, at the minimum, the conflicts should be incorporated in the IFAST published information.
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
