	Registration of MIN Block Conflicts

	To better assist IFAST Management in documenting numbering conflicts and working with carriers to resolve the conflicts, IFAST IRM Assignment Guidelines and Procedures, V5.3 (see below) makes it the responsibility of an IRM assignee (account holder) to reveal to IFAST all MIN block assignments that have not been approved by either IFAST or the North American MBI Administrator. IFAST numbers have a 0/1 in the first OR fourth digit position, not necessarily both such as [0/1]XXX+6D or XXX[0/1]+6D. An MBI is NXXN+6D (where N is any number 2-9).
IRM Assignment Guidelines and Procedures V 5.3 (a full copy is available at www.ifast.org):

6.7 Applicants for new IRM Network Identifier assignments are required to reveal any existing MIN block usage to IFAST that are not assignments approved by IFAST or the North American MBI Administrator (mbiadmin.com). This applies even if the MIN codes are intended only for domestic use within the country (or countries) that the carrier operates in. This information will be used by IFAST to identify numbering conflicts and to attempt to resolve them.
