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Abstract

A summary of the status of SID administration since the last IFAST meeting.

Recommendation

For the information of IFAST members.

IFAST SID Administrator’s Report

· The administrator is recommending a change in SID guidelines to allow IFAST to perform national SID assignments.

· We already are processing applications from Honduras and Norway, in anticipation of approval by IFAST. Both companies were quite anxious to have a SID available for provisioning their systems and establishing roaming agreements.

· Significant database modifications are underway to change the “SID Conflict” list to a list of national SID assignments (and conflicts). The process will be based on IRM assignment, but will be enhanced due to differences between SID and IRM and based on our experience with IRM assignment. This will be an ongoing process for several months. Changes that have currently been made:

· Definition of SID States, and valid transitions between states.

· Generation of an email summary of events since last email (e.g. new assignments, national SID reports etc.).

· Automatic updating of SID states at time of email.

· Conversion of ‘Conflicts’ web page into a National SID Assignment page, including conflicts, grandfathered codes, national SID assignments and IFAST assignments.

· Automatic emails of the resultant web pages to the website team.

· Automatic email of the updated database to the secretariat.

· The database is now generating web pages that reflect the new role of the National SID database, including SID codes in a wide variety of states, including those that have been assigned by a national authority (and reported to IFAST), those that have been assigned by IFAST, those that have been reported to IFAST but their legitimacy has not been established and, of course, SID conflicts.

· National SID Usage has been loaded for carriers in (and further updates are pending:

· Japan (KDDI)

· China (China Unicom)

· India

· Pakistan

· Some individual carrier reports (Globalstar, Bermuda Digital etc.)

· Countries with the biggest problems with SID administration are:

· Brazil – Values assigned by regulator conflict with TSB-29/IFAST assignments.

· Russia – SID range was assigned to USSR leaving the former Russian republics without an assigned range.

· India – SID codes were assigned within the Indian range, but without coordination. Recently reported conflicts include 14844 (both Tata and Shyam Telecom), but we know there are many others.

·  We have had some discussions with the telecom regulators of:

· Nepal (NTA). To establish their national SID administration system.

· Honduras (CONATEL). To verify that they are not interested in assignment.

· India (Dept. of Telecommunications). To assist in establishing their national SID administration system.

· Netherlands Antilles (Minister of Traffic and Transportation). To verify that they are responsible for SID assignment.
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
